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STRUCTURAL EPOXY BRICK SLIP ADHESIVE

OVERVIEW

Manufactured by Structural Adhesives Ltd, S-2625 E should be used where there are no issues with movement or differential expansion.  This Epoxy based adhesive is a 2 part formulation which delivers greater strength than other adhesive types but is brittle so should not be used where movement can occur.  Care must be taken when handling and using all epoxy based adhesives and reference must be made to the COSH information.
DESCRIPTION
S-2625 E is a two part, cold curing epoxy adhesive.  It is designed to bond brick to brick in cut and bond applications and brick slips to various substrates such as existing brick work, concrete, cement board, ply wood, exposed aggregate, stainless steel and Aluminium. Its rapid rate of cure enables work to be moved after about 4 hours. 

INSTRUCTIONS

Refer to the Material Safety Data Sheet before use. Mix part 1 and Part 2 in equal quantities by weight or volume.  Make sure the adhesive is mixed thoroughly before applying.  Apply the adhesive to one surface and immediately bring the surfaces together to form a bond.  When bonding brick slips the adhesive should be applied with a serrated trowel to the bonding surface and the brick slips pressed onto the adhesive. Use 10mm spacers to give the appearance of 10mm joints which can be filled in with S – 2382E.

FREEZE/THAW TEST

A brick slip panel using this material as the adhesive for bonding the slips, has been tested by an independent laboratory in accordance with section 5.1 of BS 3921:1985. The panel withstood 100 cycles without any defect and has been classified as frost resistant.

FLEXURAL BEND TEST

A three-point flexural bend test was performed on a 2.5m steel lintel with brick slips stuck to it using S-2625E as the adhesive.  The beam was loaded to 27kN to a deflection of 2.38 mm with no loss of brick slips and no adhesive failure.

APPLICATION

Use skin cleanser to remove any epoxy from you and your clothes. If you cannot completely remove it from your clothes, do not continue to wear them. Never use solvents to remove epoxy from your skin. Stop using the product if you develop a reaction. Resume work only after the symptoms disappear, usually after several days. When you resume work, improve your safety precautions to prevent exposure to epoxy, its vapors and sanding dust. If problems persist, discontinue use and consult a physician. Protect your eyes from contact with resin, hardeners, mixed epoxy, and sanding dust by wearing appropriate eye protection. If epoxy gets in your eyes, immediately flush them with water under low pressure for 15 minutes. If discomfort persists, seek medical attention.

This can also cause sensitization to other members of staff who may not wear gloves such as office staff.
